The TMC
monitors freeways and major arterial routes with closed circuit TV cameras, speed sensors,
traffic signal control devices and afleet of Road Ranger Service Patrol vehicles. In coordination
with local law enforcement and fire rescue, TMC operators identify and respond aggressively to
quickly clear incidents, disabled vehicles and other interruptions to traffic with the intelligent
transportation systems (ITS) equipment. Information from the TMC is displayed on Dynamic
Message Signs (DM S) and on the region’s 5-1-1 Advanced Traveler Information Service. For
real-time traffic conditions or information about the SMART SunGuide TMC, please visit
www.SMARTSunGuide.com.
