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Emergency Responders Get Live Pictures from FDOT
Through Inter-Agency Video Distribution System

Local agencies have anew visual tool to assist in evaluating
trafyc events while dispatching or responding to incidents.
Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) District IV
now has the capability to distribute live motion Closed
Circuit Television (CCTV) camera video feeds to inter-
agency partners (and other authorized users), using
existing Internet infrastructure at no additional cost.

The new Inter-agency Video Distribution System (iVDS)
provides streaming video from 45 CCTV locations
along Interstate 95, Interstate 595 and State Route 84 in
Broward County. Emergency response agencies such as
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The SMART SunGuide TMC is the source of iVDS video feeds.

911 centers; police, yre and ambulance stations; transportation
management centers; airports and transit authorities can
beneyt from the live images before or during an incident
along the freeways.

FDOT District 1V distributes the CCTV video streams from
the SMART*™ SunGuide Transportation Management Center
(TMC) in Fort Lauderdale. The iVDS system converts the
source of the high bandwidth video images to an industry
standard AMPEG-40 format allowing high quality viewing
through existing Internet connections. The iVDS solution
requires authorized users to sign into a secure website, which
enables them to select a speciyc CCTV feed or a tour of
CCTV feeds. fiThis is yet another beneyt of the Intelligent
Transportation Systems (ITS) thatallow for improved response
and clearance of incidents along Florida roadways,0 said
Steven Corbin, FDOT District IV ITS Operations Manager.

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SunGuide EMPM Rolled Out to Palm Beach ITMS

The SunGuide Event Management and Performance Measures (EMPM) Module was
ofycially launched at Palm Beach ITMS on January 1, 2007. ITMS operators use the
EMPM Module as a supplement to MIST, their current ITS device control system to
enter and manage Road Ranger Service Patrol and trafyc incident data. Using the EMPM
Module enables District IV to run performance measure reports for the entire District.

As part of the SMART SunGuide Awards program, Sergeant
Mark Wysocky, Public Affairs Ofycer from FHP Troop
fiL,0 was presented with 428 stuffed animals to use for
their Care Bears program. FHP Troopers keep these stuffed
animals in their patrol cars, to give to children involved in
traumatizing trafyc events. On February 7, 2007, Sergeant
Wysocky fipaid it forward,0 donating bears too large to yt in
patrol car trunks to the Joe DiMaggio Childrenés Hospital
in Hollywood, Florida.

The SMART SunGuide TMC coordinated an inter-ofyce
campaign to collect the bears that quickly caught on with
partnering agencies, friends and family. Donations came
from FDOT District 1V, Broward County Trafyc Engineering
Division and Public Works, and Discovery Preschool
Center of Coral Springs. The original goal was to collect
100 stuffed animals T the result was over four times that.
fiThe District Four ITS team recognizes the signiycance of
the Care Bears program. We wanted to show our support
to our local Troop by making sure they had enough bears

to last all year,0 said Steve Corbin, District ITS Operations
Manager. iWWe hope to be able to provide even more bears
next year!o The TMC plans to make this an annual event. If
you would like to participate in 2007, please contact Sarah
Stanley at sarah.stanley@smartsunguide.com.

SMART Viewer, a Detailed Look at Trafyc Incidents

In 2006, the District IV ITS Program developed and
implemented an application called SMART Viewer to aid
in inter-agency data sharing. With this tool, partner agencies
such as South Florida SunGuide 511 Traveler Information
can access real-time, detailed information from the
SunGuide system to enhance the services that are offered
to the motoring public. iISMART Viewer is a critical tool
in helping South Florida 511 achieve its mission to provide
timely and accurate trafyc information to the driving public,0
says 511 Project Manager, Mike Millard.

SMART Viewer is easy to use. Qualiyed personnel from
partner agencies contact the SMART SunGuide TMC to
request a username and password to the encrypted web
application. After logging in, users are able to see a full list
of trafyc events in District IV. Simply clicking on an event
link will open the eventds detail screen, which includes
time stamps, chronology, emergency responders and more.
All information is real-time and updated every 10 seconds.
SMART Viewer runs off of the SunGuide database, and is
exclusive to the District IV TMC at this time. Future plans
are to incorporate this tool directly into SunGuide, which
will result in statewide use of SMART Viewer.
